Use of Adjusted Adidas 5-Star Awards Table for Disabled Students
Step One

Have your student provisionally classified.  Refer to the Paralympics New Zealand website www.paralympics.co.nz for instructions and forms.

Step Two
Record the times and distances of the disabled athlete as you would all other athletes.  The events available for disabled athletes are: 100m, 200m, 400m, 800m, 1,500m, shot put, discus, javelin, high jump and long jump.  Some events will not be available for all athletes eg wheelchair athletes will not be eligible for the jumping events etc.
Step Three

Use the student’s provisional classification to identify the correct adjusted Adidas 5-Star Award table for that student.  

Refer to the following websites: Paralympics New Zealand (www.paralympics.co.nz), Athletics New Zealand (www.athletics.org.nz) or the Halberg Trust (www.halberg.co.nz) or contact your Sport Opportunity Advisor based at your local Regional Sports Trust for a copy of the adjusted standard. 

Step Four

Use the adjusted table for the student’s provisional classification to translate their performance to points.

For some classifications there may be some events where those athletes do not compete or a record has not been set.  If your student is able to compete in an event where there is no record please contact Paralympics New Zealand or your Sport Opportunity Advisor at your Regional Sports Trust for advice.

Step Five

Use the points from the adjusted table on the assessment sheet.

Step Six

Calculate the students total points and assess the disabled athlete as you would all other athletes to determine if they have achieved: Achievement, Merit or Excellence.
Step Seven

Follow same steps as for all other students
